Dwyer’s Adventure Camps – Behavior Policy

At Dwyer’s Adventure Camps, we are committed to creating a safe, respectful, and fun environment where every child can learn, play, and grow. By participating in our programs, all campers and families agree to the expectations outlined below.

Respectful Behavior

Campers are expected to treat staff, counselors, and fellow campers with kindness and respect at all times. Bullying, teasing, disrespect, or exclusion of others will not be tolerated.

Safety Comes First

The safety of all campers is our top priority. Any behavior that puts yourself or others at risk may result in immediate removal from activities or dismissal from camp.

Camp Expectations

Campers must:

Follow all staff instructions the first time they are given
Stay with their group at all times unless instructed otherwise
Use appropriate language and behavior
Respect camp materials, equipment, and facilities




Zero Tolerance Behaviors

The following behaviors are strictly prohibited:

Fighting, hitting, kicking, biting, or any physical aggression
Threats, intimidation, or unsafe physical play
Bullying or harassment of any kind (in person or online)
Stealing, vandalism, or intentional property damage
Consistent disruption of camp activities

Staff Authority

Camp staff are responsible for maintaining a safe and positive environment. Their directions must be followed at all times. Staff may separate campers, adjust activities, or remove a camper from a situation when necessary for safety or behavior management.

Disciplinary Actions

Depending on the severity and frequency of behavior issues, the following steps may be taken:

Verbal warning
Time-out or removal from activity
Parent/guardian notification
Early pickup required
Suspension or permanent dismissal from camp (no refund may apply)

Parent/Guardian Responsibility

Parents/guardians are expected to review this policy with their child before camp begins and support appropriate behavior expectations. In serious situations, parents may be contacted and required to pick up their child immediately.

Right to Refuse or End Enrollment

Dwyer’s Adventure Camps reserves the right to refuse enrollment or discontinue participation for any child whose behavior is unsafe, disruptive, or not aligned with camp values.
